Overview
Established in 1983, The Community Foundation, a division of the United Way of Volusia-Flagler Counties is an endowment fund for its local communities, separate from the annual United Way campaign.  Since its inception, The Community Foundation has supported more than 50 local philanthropists by establishing permanent, lasting gifts through the organization.  
Vision
“Connecting people that care with causes that matter.”

By providing the gateway to giving, The Community Foundation empowers charitable individuals to realize their personal philanthropic goals and strengthen the local community forever.  

Talent
An exceptional team of financial industry experts serve as the Board of Directors, and work with the donor’s professional advisors to ensure that a proposed gift is in the best interest of both the donor and the receiving agency or individual.  

Ways to Give
Through outright gifts (including cash/check, stock, real estate or tangible personal property), and deferred gifts (such as bequests, charitable gift annuities, charitable remainder and lead trusts, deferred charitable gift annuities, pooled income funds, life estate gifts and gifts of life insurance), the Foundation is prepared to work with donors to focus their charitable interests in the community where they live and work.  The Foundation uses its interest earnings to fund one-time grants for capital projects, emergencies and targeted needs.  

Types of Funds
A variety of funds are available to donors.  Through General or Unrestricted Foundation Funds, donor gifts are made available annually to community agencies in the form of grants to qualified non-profits.  Donor-Restricted Funds are distributed in perpetuity in accordance with instructions of the donor of those funds, and in keeping with general guidelines regarding restricted gifts.  With Donor-Advised Funds, individuals during his/her lifetime retain the privilege of making recommendations on the distributions.  Upon death of the donor, principal and income are placed in the Foundation’s General Fund.  As a service of the Foundation, Partnership Funds help qualified non-profit organizations maximize investment yields on their endowment and reserve funds.
